Summer Reading List for Students Entering Eighth Grade
Dear Parents and Eighth Grade Students,

This summer students will be required to read a total of two books. All students
are required to read Fahrenheit 451 by Ray Bradbury and at least one other book from

the following list. After reading Fahrenheit 451 students must complete one of the
following activities.

Option 1:

One of the major issues Bradbury raises in Fahrenheit 451 is the fact that the
government did not begin burning books. In fact, according to Beatty, years ago the
citizens stopped reading and no longer cared when the government censored anything.
From there, it escalated to the current society in Fahrenheit 451, in which few people
knew or cared about what they were missing, and books were burned constantly. Do
you think this is possible in our society today? Do you foresee the total loss of interest in
reading and books one day? Do you think Bradbury’s depiction of a society without
books is realistic? Explain your thoughts and support your ideas with specific examples.

Option 2:
Bradbury has been recorded as saying that in our society today “We bombard

people with sensation. That substitutes for the thinking.” Do you agree or disagree? In
what realms might “sensation” rule? Consider reality TV, 30 second commercials,
surround sound, amusement parks, iPods, the Internet, etc. Are we getting closer to a
non-thinking society, in your opinion? Or do these new advancements spark our
creativity and free-thinking even more? Explain your thoughts and support your ideas
with specific examples.

In addition to reading Fahrenheit 451, students must choose at least one book
from the following list and complete the Summer Reading worksheet.

The Book Thief by Markus Zusak

The Lightning Thief Percy Jackson and the Olympians, Book 1 by Rick Riordan
